7:00 PM – Supervisor opened the meeting and led the Pledge of Allegiance
Supervisor read the following Proclamations
PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS, Parkinson’s disease is a progressive neurological movement disorder of the central nervous system, which has a unique impact on each patient; and

WHEREAS, according to the Parkinson’s Action Network, the Parkinson’s Disease Foundation, the American Parkinson’s Disease Association and the National Institutes of Health, there are over one million Americans diagnosed with Parkinson’s Disease; and

WHEREAS, symptoms include slowness, tremor, difficulty with balance and speaking, rigidity, cognitive and memory problems; and

WHEREAS, although new medicines and therapies may enhance life for some time for people with Parkinson’s, more work is needed for a cure; and

WHEREAS, increased education and research are needed to help find more effective treatments with fewer side effects and ultimately a cure for Parkinson’s disease; and

WHEREAS, a multidisciplinary approach to Parkinson’s disease care includes local wellness, support and caregiver groups; and

WHEREAS, April has been proclaimed as World Wide Parkinson’s Awareness Month for all to recognize the need for more research and help in dealing with the devastating effects of Parkinson’s disease.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Paul J. Hansut, Supervisor of the Town of Lloyd, do hereby proclaim April as Parkinson’s Awareness Month in the Town of Lloyd.

WHEREAS, there are more than 45,000 professional surveyors in the United States; and

7:05 PM –Supervisor opened the Public Hearing on Local Law A of 2016 a local law known as the “Amendments of Chapter 100 of the Town of Lloyd Zoning Code”, the purpose of which is to amend the Zoning Map for 593 and 595 New Paltz Road upon the application of Ralf Ludwig, Peter Ludwig and Wolfgang Ludwig, the owners of the premises.

     Supervisor asked if there were any questions.  There were none.
7:06 PM – Supervisor opened the Public Hearing on Local Law B of 2016 a local law known as the “Amendments of Chapter 100 of the Town of Lloyd Zoning Code”, the purpose of which is to amend the Zoning Map for 1 Grove Street (SBL 88.69-1-10), 7 Grove Street (SBL 88.69-1-11) and 9 Grove Street (SBL 88.69-1-12), upon the application of SJJP LLC, the owner of 1 Grove Street, and The New Village View SP LLC, the operator of 1 Grove Street, and Joseph Schonberger, the owner of 7 Grove Street and 9 Grove Street, the premises which are the subject of the proposed local law.
Tony Pampinella co-owner of 11 Grove Street whose property abuts 1 Grove Street asked if the plans have changed since the last hearing on Village View.
Dave Barton, Building Inspector, responded that the conceptual plan is not being considered tonight. The Town Board is considering the rezoning of the property. The project would go to the Planning Board and a hearing on the site plan where the comments as to where everything will be situated could be answered or be addressed.

Paladino asked if there would be another public hearing by the Planning Board.
Pampinella said that the zoning change would change everything.

Guerriero asked Barton to explain the difference between CB (Central Business) and R1/4 (Residential ¼).
Pampinella asked if R1/4 zoning was typical for assisted living facilities.

Barton said the question he has heard from people is if it is out of the realm of reason to not have nursing homes in a CB district. The comprehensive plan calls for higher density in the hamlet so it would make sense to have a nursing home in a CB district. The expansion of the assisted living facility would not be allowed without this change.  A use variance would be difficult to get. The Town Board is considering a change to allow a site plan to occur.

Pampinella asked whether it is typical to put up a building, like the facility on Grove Street, directly abutting a residential property.
Barton responded that with the exception of Wingate at Ulster, all of the Town of Lloyd’s nursing homes are in R zones.
Paladino asked Barton to explain what an allowable use is in a CB zone.
Barton responded that he does not have his book with him but to the best of his memory it would be retail service, apartments etc.
Pampinella asked if the zoning were to be changed on Grove Street, would the gazebo they use as a smoking lounge be removed, the conceptual plan be changed and if there would be an added buffer between the properties. He said the residents move around without supervision and the neighbors know nothing of the backgrounds of these people. He was told at the last meeting that they do not do background checks for the residents and is concerned about the resident’s histories because his grandchildren are there. 

Barton said that the trees, fencing, the house etc. will be addressed with the site plan. The representatives from Grove Street are present this evening and they can talk to that. He asked Pampinella if he had adequately answered his questions. He said that the key is if this zoning change goes through to keep an eye out for further notices from the Planning Board with the site plan and come to those meetings to address his concerns.

Mazzetti said that Pampinella made some valid points and if for some reason the Town Board moved forward with this zone change that some type of fence be put up. He explained that they do not want the same thing to happen here as with Trail View where there is not a fence and neighbors now have issues.
Brennie commented that the Town Board will make sure that the developers accommodate these issues and address his concerns the best they can. 
Guerriero asked if the zoning change is made and an addition constructed what the setbacks would be. He additionally asked if they should expand again in the future   how close could they come to the residential house abutting them.
Barton said if the zoning is approved the building could expand to all the setbacks in the R1/4 zone.  It would be possible that the plan would be covered to its maximum of twenty-five percent.  Thus, they could be 15 feet from the side yard on the residential side to the west of the property.

Pampinella asked if that could be put on the map for possible future expansion allowance.

Barton said that the Planning Board could probably restrict any future expansion.

Supervisor said that these issues are handled in the Planning Board site approval stage. The Town Board has heard his concerns and will probably hear more concerns that will have to be addressed.
Barton said that the Planning Board had some changes in their policies; they will be sending notices out throughout the process. Notices will be sent out to more property owners than has ever been done in the past.
Anita Torsone Freer stated that she owns Torsone Funeral Home, whose property abuts the Grove Street Assisted Living Facility. She is not against the zoning change, Village View Assisted Living has been good a neighbor to her, and she trusts that they will continue to do so. Her property line abuts Village View’s property and she has a concern with the fence. She feels that they need to install a better fence not just for aesthetic reasons but also for safety reasons as well. The parking for the funeral home is at often heavy with a lot of traffic going in and out.  The residents from Village View come through the funeral home parking lot to go down into the village. She is concerned that someone will be hurt by the cars coming into the funeral home as well as by people using their lot and driveways to make a U-turn. She is additionally concerned because the residents of the assisted living facility can be elderly and/or physically challenged. She feels that without a sufficient fence that would keep the residents out of the parking lot and driveway that it could be a dangerous situation. She read the following statement:

Dear Town Board Members,


We have no objection to the zoning change being applied for by Village View. They have been and continue to be good neighbors to us. We do request, however, that the present inadequate and aesthetically displeasing fence be removed and replaced with a strong, durable, attractive, maintenance free privacy fence that extends along the entire property but adjacent to our property line, inclusive of Village View’s newly proposed extension. 
Please note that this request is not just because of aesthetic reasons but for safety reasons as well since the funeral home’s vast parking lot is often the scene of much activity with cars and other vehicles coming up and down its two driveways. Thank you.

Supervisor said the owners of Village View are here and he thought it might be taken care of sooner since it is an existing fence.

Cantor, attorney for Village View, stated that if it does not offend the Planning Board process then the owners would be happy to deal with it immediately.

Dave Plavchek, Planning Board Chairman, asked if they were talking about fixing the current fence.

Torsone responded that she does not want them to fix the old fence but to install a new fence as stated in her letter.

Laura Finch, resident of 5 Leonta Court, adjacent to Village View stated that she had a concern of the rezoning. There are eight young children on her street and she is concerned about the traffic that is generated by the employees going to and from Village View. She likened the road traffic to an acceleration ramp and there is frequently ambulance traffic. All of the residents around Village View are concerned that the expansion will increase the traffic.

Mazzetti asked her to suggest to her neighbors that they come to the next meeting and voice their concerns and opinions as well. 
Supervisor said that the public hearings will remain open another month to give those people who could not attend the meeting tonight an opportunity to comment.

 1.  REPORTS – Town Board Liaisons

Audit – January 1 to June 30, 2016:  Councilmember Brennie, Councilmember Mazzetti

July 1 to December 31, 2016: Councilmember Guerriero, Councilmember Paladino 

ECC /Zoning Board – Councilmember Guerriero
Guerriero reported that there is not much activity with the ECC or the Zoning Board. Saturday he attended an exercise at the high school conducted by the Town of Lloyd Police Department, NY State Troopers, and the Ulster County Sheriff’s Department. They played out a scenario on how to proceed if there was an incident that involved someone coming to school with a weapon. The exercise was about four hours long. He was pleased that the Town of Lloyd Police Department has taken an active role in this aspect of the safety for the children of our community. He also thanked Richard Klotz for the installation of the beautiful Hamlet/Walkway signs that have been displayed around town.
Highland Central School District – Councilmember Mazzetti
Mazzetti reported that the school board is working on the school budget and eliminating unneeded programs. They are trying to stay under or within the tax cap while working hard to create a suitable budget. 
    The elementary school had “Jump Rope for March” which raised $4300.00 for the Heart Association and in June there will be a “Run/Walk” for diabetes. 
     Kindergarten registration is open through Central Administration at the high school. 
     In April the high school drama club will be coming to the middle school to give a presentation about the club and the plays they organize. 
     On March 10th the high school foreign language department had the “Taste Around the World Event” which exhibited French, Italian, Spanish and Indian cultures. Students were able to sample foods and acquire a better understanding of the cultures that were featured. On March 15th the high school students went to Wall Street and competed in the “Federal Challenge”. These events promote well-rounded students in our community. 
    The Highland Music Boosters announced their third annual recognition award to recognize music students between fourth and eleventh grades. Students can receive $100.00 to continue their musical endeavors during the summer. Students can go on the Highland Central School website and download the application and return it to the school by March 31st, 2016. Applications are also available at all the schools and offices.
Planning Board – Councilmember Paladino
Paladino reported that the Planning Board has been very busy the last couple of months.  Three public hearings have occurred in the last month. G. Dan Ross had a public hearing for the commercial construction site on Commercial Avenue, a special use permit was issued for Violet Jamal on Cassel Road and a subdivision on Lily Lake Road for Armen Fisher. Public hearings will be held in March for Jerry Erichsen who is putting in a new fenced in area for storage on Lumen Lane, Robert Purdy wants a special use permit to harvest trees on Lily Lake Road and Community Car Wash, Route 9W wants to add lightning along the retaining wall in the back of the building which would add some light to the interior portion of the parking lot for those who enter at night. 
    Sardinia Realty is proposing a free standing Dunkin Donuts south of the Mobil Gas Station at Argent Drive between Hannaford and Wingate at Ulster at Mack’s Lane. Mount Triumphant Church, Route 44-55 on the western border of Lloyd, would like approval for a new church site as they are demolishing the existing structure. Desmond Walker will be moving his auto repair shop from 512 Route 299 to 3545 Rte. 9W near the Lloyd and Marlborough Town Line.
Police/Fire/Town Justice – Supervisor Paul Hansut
Water/Sewer/Drainage Committee –Councilmember Brennie
Brennie reported on three issues discussed at the Water and Sewer Drainage Committee meeting. They discussed the water main issue on Highland Avenue that is going to be repaired.  They have reviewed the issue of individuals who are in the water district and pay 10% of the tax because the water is not available to them.  They will probably have a recommendation to the Town Board by April. As far as the Walkway Over the Hudson, there is an agreement that the sewer line will come up Haviland Road and the water line will be connected from Mile Hill Road. Adam Litman would prefer a six-inch main as opposed to a two inch main so they would be able to expand. 
Murphy said for the water/sewer extension for the Walkway Over the Hudson State Park the Town would want an escrow. On the agenda tonight is a resolution to approve a letter agreement with NYS whereby the State would reimburse the Town for professional fees. The Town pays the fees and then will send an invoice to the state. He sent the agreement to NYS Office of Parks and Recreation but does not have approval. He requested that the Board approve the letter subject to acceptance by State Office of Historic Parks and Preservation.
Brennie said it is an $800,000.00 project with no cost to the Town as the Department of Parks and Recreation is paying for it. 
REPORT – Claire Costantino, President, Hudson Valley Rail Trail
Raphael Diaz handed out a sheet listing the upcoming events on the Rail Trail and said 5 of the events listed are going to require the closing of the Rail Trail to the public. They will put notices of the closures on the website hudsonvalleyrailtrail.net, in press releases, in the newsletter, on channel 22 and some on the Rail Trail. The “Learn to Run Class” starts April 16th and it is free to members of the Town Board.

Diaz said Rails to Trails Conservancy has nominated the Hudson Valley Rail Trail to be named to the hall of fame trails for this year. Voting starts in June and their website is railstotrails.org. If the trail wins it would be great recognition. 
REPORT – Matthew Smith, Manager, Bob Shepard Highland Landing Park
Matt Smith reported that volunteers have started working at the park again.  They have finished armoring the north point with 150 tons of riprap stone donated by Lenny Auchmoody. Tim Baker of Baker Landscaping donated the use of a truck and a small excavator with an operator to spread the stone around. They have built a new canoe/kayak ramp which will have a wide set of cement steps going down. They are going to cast and place those slabs in the river. They have started the procedure to obtain the NYSDEC permit and the Army Corp of Engineers coastal management permit that are required.  They will start work on the compass rose again.  The new flag pole is in place and it is 54 feet high with a 10x15 flag on it. They are deciding how to build the “River Walk” which is funded by part of a $100,000 grant they received in 2007. He would like to do the bid process in house as it will save a lot of money. A Newburgh electric company donated a flagpole LED light to the park and Jerry Burfeindt Sr. is donating the installation in his deceased son Jerry Jr’s name. The dock will be put in between mid-April and May 1st. He met with Scenic Hudson regarding the Marine Safety Regulation package that was part of an agreement the Town made with Scenic Hudson and adopted as a local law several years ago. The list of rules is referenced in the law but not printed in it. They will have to be printed in the code book so they can be enforced. This will be done when other laws are adopted to minimize the cost. Scenic Hudson is happy with everything that has been accomplished and they look forward to getting everything done. 
Murphy said they will publish the two local laws for zoning with the Marine Safety Regulations law so there will be a saving with General Code publishers. The public hearing to amend the local law to incorporate the rules and regulations into the statute 

is scheduled for April. 
Smith said Murphy and his office generously donated their time and did the legal work needed to transfer ownership of the .89-acre parcel adjacent to the park donated by the Meekins family.  He is going to speak with Chief Waage concerning enforcement of the Marine Rules and Regulations. He wants to have a joint brochure with the Highland Landing Park Association and the Town of Lloyd Police Department. There will be signage and the rules and regulations posted along the boat ramp area.

    Mazzetti said that the Jet Skis are disturbing and asked if they are able to contact the     

         Ulster County Sheriff with the boats on the river.

Smith said that once the rules and regulations are posted and the brochures are made they will distribute them to the park police, state police, and the sheriff’s department. He hoped to have some enforcement of the rules and regulations on the river by the various police authorities. Included in the Marine Rules and Regulations will be what type of life jacket that is required to certain types of water craft, as well as speed limits and the proximity of water craft to the docks. 

2.  OLD BUSINESS

A.  Tillson/Toc and HVRT West – status updates from Tom Baird of Barton and Loguidice
Tom Baird said there is good news for the expansion of the Rail trail project and for the Tillson Avenue projects. They got authorization from NYS DOT on March 1st to begin final design for the Rail Trail project. A number of things held the project up regarding historical and cultural resources. This included a claim that there may have been Native American artifacts there. They are trying to accelerate the schedule by having a meeting today with all the utilities because there needs to be agreements with them. He thinks that the utility agreements will be done by June. That cannot be done until there is design approval. NYSDOT has to authorize them for construction in June of this year and bid in the summer to early fall and have it started, shut down, and completed in Spring 2017 before Memorial Day. There are two other DOT reviews they must go through. The project is on budget for engineering design and construction.
Supervisor asked if the fiber optics company is on board.

Baird said that they were and that they expect construction in late August early September. If the schedule is off a month or so they can work that through the fall and get the best prices. 
Baird said that the Ulster County Transportation Committee set forth some new funding for the transportation improvement plan. They were able to secure $200,000.00 to cover the additional construction costs on Tillson Avenue. The roundabout was just over 5 million dollars and the current estimate is 3.1 million dollars to build the new intersection, retaining walls and sidewalk system suitable for that intersection. They notified the DOT that they have the funds and they granted design approval. The right of way acquisition process involves twenty-one properties that will be impacted by the project. Most are slivers, permanent and temporary easements. A representative from the right of way consultants will meet with the property owners individually and explain the process. The project was initiated in 2006 and NYS DOT requires property acquisition within a ten-year window of the project. They are going to find a few properties that are very minor and accelerate that process to make sure there is a property acquisition before December. There is a short fall in the overall funding of $78,000.00 as the right of way process is very expensive.  The Town has 5% of that. He has been talking to Dennis Doyle and Brian Slack of Ulster County who said they are going to find an offset to the shortage. That has to be done within the next 4-5 months to ensure they can move forward with the project. The DOT process usually takes about a year but they are trying to accelerate it to 9 months with the cooperation of everyone that has their property impacted. They would like to go out to bid by the spring of 2017 and get construction started in the fall of 2017. 
Paladino asked how long Baird thought the build out for Tillson Avenue would be.

Baird said that there will be preliminary work done in late summer, early Fall 2017 and final work by the Spring of 2018. Ulster County secured additional funding that falls into the 2018 federal fiscal year so that money would not be available until October 1st, 2017. The project could be built with the original funds as long as part of it falls into the next fiscal year. The project is about 75% designed and they have gone as far as they can with moving forward with the agreement.
Supervisor said many residents have questioned when it will happen and why it has taken so long and as Baird stated it has been an 8-10 year process. It has been a long tedious process with the state.
Reynolds asked if Baird could go over the costs of the project again.

Baird said the Hudson Valley Rail Trail extension is about 2 million dollars and the Tillson Avenue construction cost is 3.1 million dollars.  They have set aside 3.3 million for that project. The right of way acquisition process is in the range of $325,000.00 which is part of the design aspect. The construction money is separate. The only short fall is $78,505.00. The additional funds will come from the Ulster County Transportation Council or another source.

Reynolds asked if the roads would be at right angles and what the degree would be for Tillson Avenue.

Baird said that the intersection would be at right angles and the Tillson Avenue grade would be decreased by 1.5%. This project became more complicated because the State wanted this project to fix drainage issues underneath the culvert going south down Vineyard Avenue/ Route 44-55.  He feels that it is not the responsibility of the Town to repair something on a state road. Since they are not putting in the roundabout they have to pull the intersection as close as they can to Toc Drive.  A little distance is lost so they want to reduce the grade by making it longer and a more gradual. They have to bring Vineyard Avenue up a little more to make up the difference in height and the cost of that is not fully covered by the state. They have minimized that while still getting a benefit on Tillson Avenue and it will not impact properties as much. 
Reynolds asked if it were just stop signs on Tillson Avenue and Toc Drive.

Baird said it is just stop signs.
Paladino asked if there was any calming effect on Vineyard Avenue and was there a barrier.
Baird said there was a calming effect but no barrier. NYS will not allow a raised median so they are putting in visual cues on the sides. There will be a design meeting in the next few months to explain where they are with the project and to determine if everyone approves of what they are doing.

Paladino asked what the main reason for the denial of the roundabout was. 

Baird said the reason was that they did not want to spend the money on that intersection. There are other intersections with worse accident histories that they would want to use that money for. 
Paladino asked if it had to do with anything about the grade.

Baird said that was part of it. They were refused funds through the Highway Safety Improvement Program (HIPS Funds) for that reason. They stated that because the roundabout would be on a percentage of grade it would not be appropriate.
Supervisor said that another question some residents have is why it is not possible to install a traffic light.

Baird said the NYDOT feels it does not warrant a traffic signal. In the design they are providing provisions for foundations, signal arms, and conduits into the ground. It would be for future utilities and traffic signals.
Reporter from the New Paltz Times asked how much the whole project would be.

Baird said about $200,000.00 out of $4.5 million and the Town may have to pay 20% of some small portions.

Supervisor asked if the $250,000.00 from Mountainside Woods was part of that $200,000.00.

Baird said no.

He has been a Board Member with Empire State Towing for eight years and has been involved in everything in six counties (Dutchess, Ulster, Orange, Rockland, Sullivan and Westchester) when he was the regional vice-president in the Hudson River Valley. Peter O’Connell has been the attorney for Empire State Towing since their inception 35 years ago. He distributed copies of the letter to all the Town Board members from the Association’s attorney Peter O’Connell to Supervisor Paul Hansut and the Town Board in regards to the Town’s towing rotation and the unfair practices that are being performed at this time. RE: TOWING PROGRAM

Dear Mr. Hansut:

To say that I am disappointed in Town Attorney Kyle Barnett's response to the current problems with the Town's towing program is an understatement. There is nothing wrong with the Town's towing ordinance- it is one of the better ones that. I have come across in my thirty-five years of representing the towing industry.  Mr. Barnett's solution (to amend the ordinance) would drag a matter that should be rectified immediately out for a period of several months.

Mr. Barnett perceives the problem to be a matter of subcontracting between towing companies, which is not prohibited under the ordinance. However, subcontracting is not an issue when Autos by Joseph claims positions on the list under both its corporate name and DBA

of Nicky D Towing and Recovery, The DBA is the alter-ego of the corporation - not a separate entity. The business is entitled to only one position on the list. Pete's 9W Collision is not even a towing company.  It is a repair shop. As such, it has the same legal standing to be on the list as

Dunkin Donuts. I am advised that the one towing company on the list (Direct Recovery) does not even have a place of business in the Town of Lloyd, in violation of §A 110-4 (A) of the ordinance.  It is not necessary to) amend the towing ordinance to deal with these issues.

Subcontracting should also be viewed in its proper context. There is nothing wrong with Autos by Joseph contracting to tow for Pete’s 9W Collision.  For example, it would not be unusual for one of Pete's customers to call him if he or she were to be involved in an accident and for Pete to have Autos by Joseph tow the customer's vehicle to his shop. This would be an owner's request, which is permitted under §A110-4 (B) (2) of the ordinance. It is quite another thing for the Town to. recognize a· purported subcontracting arrangement that places Pete on a Town  sponsored towing list that he is not qualified to be  on.

Despite the smokescreen created by the "subcontracting" argument, we are dealing with an issue that is both transparent and easily corrected. It is also an issue that violates one of the major precepts of the Town's towing ordinance, i.e.; "the equitable distribution of tow calls." During my years of representing the towing industry on both  the state and national scene, I have seen simple issues such as this fester to the point that they mushroom into cases that have civil rights and even RICO consequences.

For these reasons, I strongly urge the Town Board to act in this matter quickly and decisively.

Gorman said that Jerry Erichsen Sr. is on vacation this week so Gorman offered his assistance in this matter. He has been involved in the Town of Poughkeepsie, City of Poughkeepsie, Dutchess County Sheriffs, Town of Wappingers, Hempstead LI, Albany and Buffalo tow ordinances. He looked through the Town of Lloyd tow ordinance and he and Empire State Towing Association have had a lot of experience with this type of towing situation. They are seeking immediate relief with this situation.  All the trucks have the same US DOT number which is a federal and state violation with commercial motor vehicles. He has had a tremendous amount of experience with different issues with different police agencies concerning commercial motor vehicles and towing ordinances. He stated that in the Town of Lloyd’s tow ordinance about vehicle inspections that is easily overlooked because the registration might match the owner but the vehicle has to be lettered and numbered to that corporation. It is not a problem when there is a consensual tow or someone asks for a tow. However, if the Town makes the call the Town that is partially liable. A resolution to this problem or glitch may be as easy as contacting Troop F and getting a representative to come to Lloyd and look up the information on the DOT numbers. The State Police’s system has the ability to look up DOT numbers immediately even alongside of the road. The MCS150 should match the NYSDOT which is the paper work needed in the federal government to match the commercial towing vehicle.
Brennie said that he agreed with Gorman and he feels that it is a black and white issue. The Town has a towing list based on no one having an unfair advantage over anyone else and it is clearly not working the way it is supposed to. He agreed that the Town Board should take care of it.  
Supervisor asked who does the jurisdiction fall under. The State Police call them regularly and have any of the troopers followed up on this. He stated that attorney Kyle Barnett of Van DeWater and Van DeWater gave an opinion on that issue that is pertinent that it was outside of the Town’s jurisdiction. He asked if the jurisdiction would be under the State Police.
Gorman said it would be under the Town of Lloyd’s police chief because he is the one the Town is assigning to operate the list. It would be the Chief’s responsibility and he would be the one to make sure that inspection process was done.
Supervisor said he thought that is what they have been doing.

Brennie said he interpreted the letter from Barnett as part of it was out of the Town’s jurisdiction. It does not mean that the Board cannot fix the list and make it fair and appropriate.

Gorman said whomever went through the inspection did not check DOT numbers or the fact that the lettering on the trucks has to match the corporation. If Erichsen’s is next on the list and is called than an Erichsen’s truck and driver should show up. He was told by an auditor from NYS DOT, who is now a consultant, that an employee file has to be on record with a particular corporation in the drawer and the driver has to have had a drug test prior to that. There are huge penalties to send someone out in a commercial vehicle and have them drive without that drug test in the file with that corporation. They need to have insurance cards that match the tow truck and that match the corporation on the truck. DOT numbers can be looked up on Federal Motor Carrier Website and find out what they have such as authorization and portion plates. Attorney Peter O’Connell looked up Autos by Joseph and they are the only entity that is listed under the MCS150.
Supervisor asked if the DOT numbers are specifically for the truck.

Gorman said the DOT number should be for the business. When the Town of Lloyd police department calls for a tow and one of the four tow trucks associated with Autos by Joseph shows up the question is what happens when something goes wrong. The problem additionally becomes who is going to cover what insurance. The liability falls partially on the Town when they are involved in the tow rotation. What is important is not only being fair and equitable to the tow operators but also fair and equitable to the town.
Paladino asked if the three other rotations associated with Autos by Joseph has one DOT number and if they are just DBA’s with no DOT number. The four tow companies in question are operating under the same DOT number.

Gorman responded that that was correct and that is wrong to do that. If he rolled into a DOT stop and his truck is mislabeled it would be $150.00 per item which would include such things as one letter wrong, the state wrong etc... This has occurred in the past so a specific company could establish more places on the list. 
Paladino said that Peter O’Connell in his letter makes mention that the Town of Lloyd tow rotation is one of the better laws that he has seen.

Gorman said that was correct that he had printed out all eleven pages and went through each one.

Paladino asked Gorman to give some of the highlights that would make him feel this law was one of the better ones.
Gorman said because it covers inspection, equipment, the intent which gives the local municipality the right to develop the ordinance for the safety of the public and keep the roads open. There are items that he would add to it.
Guerriero said he thought that the Town of Lloyd Police Chief and the tow operators were going to have a meeting.

Supervisor said that Chief Waage is working on that.

Paladino inquired on that some tow rotations have fee restrictions or fee guidelines and whether that is something Gorman would recommend be implemented. 
Gorman said that is something tow operators could get together and agree to charge for this area but the Town could set the prices. Instead of doing it through the Town Board they can let the police department do it and it can fluctuate based on fuel costs etc. and it can be done much quicker. First, he said the ordinance needs to be in place in order for this to happen.
Mazzetti said that the one thing that concerns him is charging insurance companies more. He feels that it is not fair to the public and it should be something that is looked at.
Mazzetti said maybe a representative from Troop F should be part of the meeting with the Chief of Police and the tow operators. He knows Chief Waage has been busy but he feels that this meeting needs to happen.
Supervisor said he has asked Chief of Police Waage and as soon as he has some time he will have the meeting.

Gorman said the problem here is the person that has the three extra positions on the tow rotation. This type of issue has been dealt with harshly in other areas in the past and we would encourage the Town Board with the Police Chief with a representative from Troop F to re-inspect the vehicles in question because that seems to be the problem.
Supervisor said they are moving forward with this issue with an attorney that does not have a conflict.  He asked Councilman Brennie and Councilman Guerriero to be the liaisons to the Town law. It is the perception of his relationship with certain people on the tow list that has made him want to remove himself from being involved and that is why he has assigned the two councilmen to be the liaisons. He would suggest they meet with attorney Barnett who would be willing to speak with them. He asked they then make a recommendation to the Town Board that will be used to move forward with this issue.
Gorman said that he is here to help the municipalities and all of their members. He said that Jerry Erichsen was one of the original members of Empire State Towing Association but now more operators would like to sign up because of this issue.

Supervisor said that he would like to suggest that Councilman Brennie and Councilman Guerriero talk to the Chief of Police and see if he thinks a meeting is necessary. 
Pam Krimsky asked if the Town Board was aware and planned to take any action regarding the situation in Dutchess County where they are doing a major jail expansion. Part of the area where they are doing the expansion will abut the Walkway which she feels will create some incongruity in the idea of the Walkway. The Walkway has been touted as a pleasant place to be. She said because the Town of Lloyd is on the other side they have some stake in this. This Monday at 9am the Dutchess County Legislature will be having a meeting concerning it. She would like to see some of the Town Board present for that meeting.
Jerry Marion said he would like to make a comment on the towing rotation issue. He believes that everyone is only hearing one side of the story and there are always three sides to the story. He said he did not think it was a good idea for government to get involved in towing practices.

Brennie said that they already are because they have a towing ordinance and the Town has a towing rotation.  
Claire Winslow, business owner and resident, said the bottom line with the towing rotation issue is that it is like doing business. The towing operators make their living with the towing.  If there is one person on that rotation that is illegitimately doing things and he is not following the rules the question, then becomes why is he being protected. She continued by asking why that person is still on the towing rotation and continues to tow. All of the other tow operators have to pay their taxes and all the fees that go along with their businesses and follow the rules then simply so should he. She feels the issue is pretty simple and that Chief Waage should open up his schedule to have the meeting concerning the tow rotation and address the issue. Furthermore, she said, the entire issue with the towing rotation could bring a potential lawsuit against the Town.
Supervisor said that he is sure there will be a lawsuit.

Winslow said her concern is that the issue should be addressed promptly and that the Town Board should “put the fire out”. 

Supervisor said that he has asked Waage to meet with them.

Winslow replied that the supervisor should then ask him again.

Mazzetti said he thought the liaisons were a good idea.

Supervisor said that they are moving forward hiring an outside attorney.

Winslow responded that they hired that attorney with taxpayer’s money and that attorney Barnett came to a decision much too quickly. The Town obviously is going to continue to pay an attorney that is giving them bad information.
Supervisor asked who said that the attorney is giving the Town Board bad information.

Winslow said you have all received the letter from the attorney for Empire State Towing who knows the issues because he has dealt with them for the past thirty-five years.

Brennie said that they would take care of it.

Guerriero said maybe the Town should get another attorney for the towing issue.

Paladino said that they have to do their due diligence. 

Supervisor said that he thinks they are trying to move forward and do the right thing.

Mazzetti said he feels that the liaisons for the towing issue will do a great job addressing it with Chief Waage to see if there is a violation.
Winslow said it is clear that there has been a violation and that the person who is in violation is being protected.

Local Law C of the Year 2016

A local law to amend Chapter 73 of the Town Code of the Town of Lloyd entitled “The Bob Shepard Highland Landing Park”

            The following amendment is made to the Town of Lloyd Town Code, as follows:

Section 1.  Purpose
The purpose of this local law is to amend the Town of Lloyd Town Code Chapter 73 by incorporating Vessel Safety Regulations and Jet Ski Protocol to regulate the use of jet skis, also known as personal watercraft vehicles, at the Bob Shepard Highland Landing Park.

Section 2.


The Town of Lloyd Code, Chapter 73, sub-section 73-3 (E), is hereby deleted.

Section 3.
The Town of Lloyd Code, Chapter 73, be, and the same is hereby amended to replace the current Section 73-13, as follows:


“73-13. Vessel Safety Regulations and Jet Ski Protocol

The use of jet skis, also known as personal watercraft vehicles (hereinafter “PWC”) shall be permitted at the park subject to the following rules and regulations.  All State regulations must be obeyed.

1. PWC use shall only be allowed from sunrise to sunset.

2. When launching from the park facilities, all motorized craft, including PWCs, shall be launched only from the concrete boat ramp.

3. Fueling or refueling of PWCs in water or in The Bob Shepard Highland Landing Park confines is strictly prohibited.

4. Upon launching, an operator of a PWC or other vessel shall maintain a maximum speed of no more than 5 mph whenever the vessel or PWC is within 300 feet of the Town of Lloyd shoreline, and within 100 feet of any dock, float, pier or anchored boat.

5. All operators and passengers of PWCs must wear personal flotation devices (hereinafter “PFDs”) at all times.  PFDs must be impact-rated to match the speed capacity of the PWC.  Inflatable PFDs are not allowed.

6. A.  Noise shall not exceed 75 db by any PWC when measured from the shoreline in accordance with the testing standards provided in SAE J1970 or 90 db in accordance with the testing provided in SAE 2005.  No engine exhaust modifications are permitted.

B. No vessel shall exceed 75 db within 100 feet of shore.

7. All operators and passengers must obey all New York State Laws pertaining to the use and operation of PWC or any other vessel.

8. The operation of any vessel or PWC while under the influence of drugs or alcohol is strictly prohibited.

9. No unsafe maneuvers of any vessel, including PWCs, shall be allowed.

10. There shall be no mooring or anchoring of PWCs within 100 feet of The Bob Shepard Highland Landing Park.

11. PWCs are not permitted within 100 feet of canoe/kayak launch at the mouth of the Twaalfskill Creek.

12. Harassment of wildlife is strictly prohibited.

13. Proof of PWC Liability Insurance is required to be on board at all times.

14. PWC operators must be at least 16 years old to operate alone.  All 14 to 15-year-old operators must be licensed in accordance with all applicable New York State laws and accompanied, on the same PWC, by an adult 18 years old or older holding a PWC license.

Serious and/or repeated offenses of any of the rules or regulations may result in the suspension and/or revocation of owner’s and/or operator’s permission to use said facilities or water.”

Section 4.

The Town of Lloyd Code, Chapter 73, current Section 73-13 is hereby renumbered Section 73-14.

Section 5.
This local law will take effect when filed with the Secretary of State in accordance with the Municipal Home Rule Law.
Guerriero said that he would like to see something done with the noise ordinance within the Town in light of what happened on Toc Drive with the building of Trail View. Residents experienced a huge amount of noise at all hours. He feels that if they can move forward with noise reduction on the river that they can do it for the Town as well because it is a quality of life issue.

Murphy said this is a resolution to approve the letter agreement with the NYS Office of Historic Parks and Preservation regarding the Walkway terminus. They want to improve the Walkway with both water and sewer, but as indicated before, the usual procedure is for the Town to take an escrow and as engineering and attorney fees are incurred they would be paid by the escrow. The state, however, does not engage in that type of activity. Murphy said he prepared a letter agreement which he sent up to the state and Ray Jurkowski. He said it basically provides the process where the Town would pay the fees as they are incurred and then they would invoice the statement where the state would agree to pay the Town back.
Supervisor asked if Murphy could give some type of turnaround time for that.

Murphy said no.

Brennie said the Walkway is taking the lead on it.

Paladino asked if this would be for any liability incurred where they would have to prove that they have a bond and have an escrow amount set aside for it.
Murphy said it is for the engineering work and that Ray Jurkowski would prepare a map plan before based on the specs provided by the state’s engineers. The Town will bill for that and the state will eventually pay the Town. The state will do the construction specs and he and Ray Jurkowski will review them and the fees. The procedure is that the state wants to pay for it after the fact.
WHEREAS, the western terminus of the Walkway over the Hudson State Historic Park (“Walkway”) is located within the Town of Lloyd and referred to as the “Highland Gateway of the Walkway” (“Gateway”); and,

WHEREAS, the New York State Office of Parks Recreation and Historic Preservation (“NYS OPRHP”), which manages and maintains the Walkway, is desirous of making aesthetic and functional improvements to the Gateway of the Walkway and, to further said improvements, NYS OPRHP is moving forward with plans to provide water and sewer service to the Gateway area; and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of NYS OPRHP to make application to the Town of Lloyd Water District and Sewer District to provide said utilities at Walkway Over the Hudson Historic Park; and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of NYS OPRHP to reimburse the Town for certain expenses incurred in relation to the application, planning and construction of capital improvements for the envisioned extensions; and

WHEREAS, a proposed Letter of Agreement has been prepared to memorialize the parties’ agreement in relation to the reimbursement of said expenses; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board, as Commissioners of the Highland Water District and the Highland Sewer District, wish to approve the said Agreement annexed hereto as Exhibit “A.”

NOW, THEREFORE, it is resolved as follows:

1.  The proposed Letter of Agreement between New York State Office of Parks Recreation and Historic Preservation and the Town of Lloyd Town Board, as Commissioners of the Highland Water District and the Highland Sewer District, be, and the same is hereby, approved.

2. The Supervisor, on behalf of the Town Board, as Commissioners of the Highland Water District and the Highland Sewer District, is authorized to sign said Agreement.
